Children construct their own
knowledge depending on their interest
and capability.

Organisation of the School

Class sizes are limited to a favourable,
student teacher ratio. Full time co-
curricular staff gives support to a
committed, nurturing and dynamic
academic faculty to make education
experiential and fun filled.

The Curriculum

A carefully planned curriculum ensures
that the child enjoys the years spent in
learning and discovery and acquires a
sound understanding of concepts in
Mathematics, Science and Technology,

The syllabus is enriched by teacher
designed worksheets and subject
integrated projects.

Pre Primary Years

Children are encouraged to explore the
environment around them and their
place in it, through projects which
integrate art, craft, technology, music
and dance. Activities are designed to
develop their fine motor skills and
encourage sensorial development. In a
nurturing environment, they develop
an awareness of themselves as
responsible, capable learners. They
begin the process of learning by loving
it!

Junior Years

The Junior School builds on the spirit of
exploration and emphasis is placed on
acquiring sound language skills, clarity
of mathematical concepts and the
discovery of scientific principles.
Through project work, students are
given an awareness of the richness of
their culture and heritage.

Senior Years

The School is affiliated to the Board of
School Education Haryana and offers a
rich curriculum which takes into
account regional and cultural diversity.
Academically, challenges increase as
the number of subjects goes up as does
the child’s own interest in self and
others. The emphasis is on
consalidation of concepts and the

student's academic and social growth,
Our objective is to equip the students
with knowledge, skills and values which
will enable them to take their school
leaving examinations with
responsibility and effectiveness, gain
life skills for their personal
development.

At the Senior Secondary level
i.e class XI, the students are offered a
variety of subjects in two streams
namely Science and Commerce for the
final school leaving examination.
Students are able to choose
combinations in keeping with their
aptitude and interests. The School has
well equipped laboratories and
resource rooms in addition to a highly
committed and competent faculty.
