These people are so depressed and oppossed till now that they are not able to 

take advantage of the ordinary civil rights. What is the Position ? You go to the 

tribal areas. According to law, their traditional law, their tribal law, their lands 

connot be alienated. Yet our merchants go there, and in the so-called free 

market they are able to snatch their lands. Thus, even though the law goes 

against this snatching away of their lands, still the merchants are able to turn 

the tribal people into veritable slaves by various kinds of bonds, and make them 

hereditary bond slaves. Let us go to the ordinary villages. There goes the money 

lender with his money and he is able to get the villagers in his pocket. There is 

the landlord himself, the Zamindar, and the Malguzar and there are the various 

other people who are able to exploit these poor villagers. These are the real 

minorities that need protection and assurance of protection.
