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Q27 The basic parts of a desktop computer are the computer
case, monitor, keyboard, mouse, and power cord. Each part plays
an important role whenever you use a computer. The computer
case is the metal and plastic box that contains the main
components of the computer, including the motherboard, central
processing unit (CPU), and power supply. The front of the case

usually has an On/Off button and one or more optical drives.
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Q28 To manufacture any garment we have to go through various processes.

1 Design-This last one is given by the manufacturers. It can be made manual as
well as computerized.

2 Basic Block-Basic block is an individual component of style clothing without
any design. It is made without any allowance.

3 Pattern-Pattern is made for a particular style. It can be made manual as well
as computerized.

4 Accepted Sample — After correcting the faults the sample is sent to the buyers
again, if it is fine then it is called accepted sample.

5 Cost — In this, casting, making charges etc. on the fabric are estimated and this
is done by hand.

6 Grading-If buyer requires different sizes then it is prepared in different sizes.



7-Marking-Markings are made on the clothes according to the size.
8 Cutting-After this the clothes are cut.
9 Sewing-Clothes are stitched.

10 Pressing and finishing — After stitching, pressing and furnishing of clothes is
done.

11 Inspecting- Sent for processing and packing.

12 Making cartoons — After packing them in polythene bags, they are put into
cartoons.

13-After this the clothes are ready for export.

A sewing machine needle is a specialized needle for use in a sewing machine.

Most currently manufactured needles are designated according to "type", and fall
into the following categories:

1. Universal- The universal class of needles are used on domestic machines.
"Universal" refers to the shape of the needle shank and length of the
needle rather than the actual sewing application or point.

2. Embroidery - These needles come with an extra large eye and a specially
shaped scarf to prevent embroidery thread from shredding.

3. Ballpoint - Similar to a universal needle but has rounded edges and is not
tapered the same way. Intended for closely knit fabrics where the rounded
tip will push the weave out of the way rather than cut through it.

4. Jeans/ Denim - Intended for tightly woven cottons such as canvas. Has a
strong, sharp point and very slender eye.

5. Leather - These have a distinct triangular point to help the needle make a
large, clean hole in non-woven materials like vinyl.
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Q29 Types of machine embroidery.

Trim- Itis used to apply trimming material on various clothes. With its help,
Gota, Patti, Lens etc. are applied on various clothes.

Curtain- Embroidery is done on different types of curtains. But embroidery
is done to make borders and around their holes.

Table cloth: Embroidery is done all around the table cloth. Or it can be sold in
the centre.

Rubber pattern - This embroidery mostly includes Running stitches.
Gallon - In this method, design is made on both sides of the cloth.
Quilting - In this method, design is made on the quilt.
