Q 36 . The term 'dominant caste' is used to refer to those castes whose population was large
and who were granted land rights through partial land reforms carried out after independence.
These land reforms took away rights from the earlier claimants. These claimants were
members of the upper castes who were 'absentee landlords' in the sense that they played no
role in the agricultural economy other than collecting their rent.

They often did not even live in that village but in their residential places or cities. Now the land
rights have reached M level rights. Those who were involved in agricultural administration did
not cultivate the land themselves. These middle classes did not practice themselves, but were
based on the study of advanced bolts for plowing, tending, etc. of the land, with workers
particularly 'competent' practicing. Once they got land rights, they gained economic power.
Their large numbers have also given them political power in this era of democracy based on
universal adult franchise. Thus, these intermediate castes became dominant castes in the
pastoral continent and started playing a strong role in regional politics and agricultural
economy. Some examples of these rioters are: Yadavs of Bihar and Uttar Pradesh, Vokkaligas
of Karnataka, Reddy and Khamma people of Andhra Pradesh, Marathas of Maharashtra, Jats
of Punjab, Haryana and Western Uttar Pradesh and Patidars of Gujarat. 1. The term 'dominant
caste' is used to refer to which caste is dominant?
