The Mandal Commission (Mandal Commission), also known as the
Second Backward Classes Commission, was established in India in
1979. Its aim was to identify socially and educationally backward classes
(SEBCs), commonly known as other backward classes (OBCs). The
Commission submitted its report in 1980, noting that 52% of India's
population consisted of OBCs, and recommended 27% reservation for
OBCs in government jobs.

India’s demographic profile has undergone significant changes over the past
century.

Between 1901 and 2011, India’s population increased from about 238 million to
over 1.2 billion. This growth was influenced by a decline in death rates due to
better health infrastructure, but birth rates did not fall at the same pace. This
created a population boom. Over time, policies like the National Population
Policy and various health campaigns helped control the fertility rate. India now
has a large proportion of its population in the working-age group (15-64 years),
creating what is called a demographic dividend. However, to benefit from this,
the country must invest in education, skills, and jobs.

Q1. What factors contributed to India’s population boom after 1901?

Tulana and Sultana’s Dream which criticized patriarchy and demanded
gender equality.

What are the main features of the 73rd and 74th Constitutional Amendments,
and how have they contributed to local self-governance in India?

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The 73rd and 74th Constitutional Amendments (enacted in 1992 and
implemented in 1993) mark a historic step in strengthening democracy at the
grassroots level in India.

e The 73rd Amendment deals with Panchayati Raj Institutions (PRIs) in
rural areas.

e The 74th Amendment focuses on Municipalities in urban areas.

Key Features:

1. Three-tier structure of local governance — Gram Panchayat, Panchayat
Samiti, Zila Parishad (rural) and Nagar Panchayat, Municipal Council,
Municipal Corporation (urban).

2. Regular elections every five years.

3. Reservation of seats for SCs, STs and women (33%).

4. Creation of State Election Commission for conducting local body
elections.

5. Formation of State Finance Commission every five years to ensure
proper allocation of financial resources.

6. Clear distribution of powers and responsibilities among local bodies.
These amendments institutionalized local democracy, improved public
participation, empowered weaker sections, and made governance more
accountable and transparent.
