Ever since 1947, Kashmir has remained a major controversy between India and
Pakistan. The major problem is that Pakistan says that due to Muslims majority,
Kashmir, in India is against the very basis of partition. Even after the war of
1965 and 1971, this problem could not be solved.Externally, Kashmir has
always been claimed by Pakistan. Opponents: One section of people outside J
& K feels that Article 370 which confers special status to the state does not
allow its full integration with India. This section therefore, feels that J & K
should be given a normal status like any other state by abrogation of Article
370.They have three major grievances: i. The promise that accession of state
would be referred to people of state after normalisation due to attack by tribal
infiltrators, has not been fulfilled. li. There is a general perception that Federal
status guaranteed by Article 370 has actually not been fulfilled. It has led to
demand for ‘Greater state autonomy’. lii. There is a general feeling that
democracy as practised in the rest of India has not been institutionalised in the
similar way in J & K.
